It's been wonderful seeing the children in Aire re-kindling their friendships this week! We have been learning all about Bonfire Night and
enjoying the sunshine! The children started the week using their senses to describe fireworks and create firework poems. The end of the
week saw the children creating fire safety instructions in preparation to have our own small bonfire in the garden. In Maths, Reception
have been exploring patterns and positional language while Year 1 have been investigating the part-part whole model. We have seen lots

of amazing independent writing and are feeling very proud of all the children.

Brisons have been looking at the book ‘Here we are’ by Oliver Jeffers this week and have listened to ‘What a Wonderful World’ by Louis
Armstrong. We recapped adjectives and nouns and used them to write our own piece called ‘What a Wonderful Sennen’, we edited
them and wrote them up using special handwriting pens! The work below shows how we edited and improved our work.

In maths we have been exploring fact families which has needed a lot of resilience, we will be using what we have learned to practise

our addition and subtraction skills over the next few weeks.

We have loved the start of our topic “Where in the world’, we have already learned about the different countries that make up the
United Kingdom and identified all the capital cities.

It's been a great first week back to school in Longships. We have been really enjoying using an atlas to locate the countries
in the UK as well as finding out where each of the continents and major oceans are found on a world map. Many of us
were having so much fun, we decided to play games with our partners to challenge their knowledge and understanding
too.

In English, we have been looking at fact files of different countries, and have been exploring the vocabulary and features of
the texts. Maths this week has involved rounding numbers to the nearest 10, 100 & 1,000.

We have learnt about the festival and used the
video clip to write expanded noun phrases describing a setting and have written a diary entry using emotive language. In Maths, we
have been revising our written methods for addition and applying our understanding to decimals and problem solving.
